The Opening Prayer of the Mass today reminds us that our prayer, fasting and works of mercy  during Lent are meant to teach us how to overcome our sins. By controlling our desires, by increasing our contact with God, and by reaching out to others, we learn how to be more self-controlled in other aspects of our lives, to be closer to God, and more aware of the needs of people around us, not just in Lent, but always. It is about turning our lives around. 
Today’s readings are warnings. Do we think that the people in the time of Moses or Paul were any worse than nowadays? Do we think that Jesus’ warning was only for those he was talking to? The message is the same today as then: ‘…unless you repent you will all perish.’ St Paul reminds us: ‘The man who thinks he is safe must be careful that he does not fall.’
Lent is a golden opportunity to change those areas of our lives that need to be changed. If we listen and learn, we need have no fear.
