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Great Awakening…  
Following immediately the Nativity and the Epiphany, today we have the Baptism of Jesus. This was not as a baby, though, but at the very start of his public ministry. Up until this time, Jesus has lived with Mary and Joseph and been subject to their authority. Now God reveals him to the waiting world.
Baptism is the great awakening. When adults ask for Baptism, they acknowledge that they want something different in their life, that something has been missing, that they are ready to change – be awakened to the Spirit working in them. When parents ask for Baptism for their child – usually as a baby – they, too, are saying that they want this special life for their child and that they are ready to change their own lives to ensure that the Sacrament has meaning for the child.
Let us never take Baptism for granted, especially our own Baptism.
