Lent Notes


Obviously, Lent begins this week on Ash Wednesday when we have two Masses – 9.30am and 7.30pm. The ashes will be placed on our foreheads at both Masses.


The Cross of Forgiveness…


As you will have read in the Parish Newsletter, a Cross of Forgiveness will be placed in the Sanctuary. We are all invited to pin a coloured cross onto this when we have been to confession in Lent. Pins and crosses can be found near the Cross. If you would like to, you may write a few words on the cross – front or back – perhaps words of love or thanks or whatever you feel like writing to Jesus. Of course, you don’t have to write anything at all, just pin the cross onto the wooden cross.


   Jesus died on the cross so that our sins could be forgiven. We seek that forgiveness when we come to the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Times of confession will be Friday evenings (see note inside), Saturdays before Mass, Sundays after the 10.30am Mass (during Lent) and on the Wednesday evening of Holy Week at a special Service of Reconciliation.

IN READINESS FOR LENT…


In this Year for Priests, Pope Benedict has chosen the Curé d’Ars, St John Vianney, as a model for all priests. One story about the Curé’s life is that of his first journey to Ars. While close to the village where he was to spend the rest of his ministry , he meets a small boy of whom he asks directions to Ars. The boy points the way. St John thanks him saying, ‘You have shown me the way to Ars, I will show you the way to heaven.’


  To contemporary ears his words may not sit well, perhaps coming across as somewhat trite. Yet they contain a truth. It is surely an integral part of people in ministry – to show others the way to heaven. In fact there is an onus on all members of the Church to respond even though we may feel powerless and ask ‘what can one person do?’ Mahatma Ghandi had a phrase: ‘Be the change you want to see in the world.’  


   We are surrounded by darkness, not only in the physical sense because of the dark nights and dull days, but also in the metaphorical darkness that is reflected in the media that casts an even greater shadow on our lives. So what are we to do, and how are we to go about this daunting task?


    As we approach the season of Lent we are invited to go into the wilderness, not to hide, but to prepare. The wilderness evokes negative, scary images. It may be a tough time and in it we may meet with ridicule. Yet if we are to be disciples of the Lord we must trust him. Our faith is in the Lord, not politicians or newspaper editors. 


    Take time to reflect, to begin by finding the right questions to ask, and then continue the journey towards finding the answers.


    


   





 





FRIDAY EVENINGS IN LENT….


Each Friday evening during Lent there will be the Stations of the Cross starting at 7pm.
