When you were going through the list of the gifts of the Spirit in today’s reading from St Paul to the Corinthians, did you notice that all the qualities listed are for service? And also, every gift is internal to the individual, not external. 
In a society that values looks, wealth, record achievements and attainment, the qualities listed by Paul carry little weight. In fact such values can contribute to jealousy and dis-satisfaction, whereas Paul tells us that ‘the particular way in which the Spirit is given to each person is for a good purpose’. That is because we are a community of people who rely on one another and who develop fully when the gifts are given generously and received humbly.
‘Do whatever he tells you’ Mary says in the Gospel. So we should, for we have been gifted with the Spirit to work for the Lord.

    If you do not currently use a set of envelopes you might like to consider this. Using the envelopes helps us to give responsibly to the Church, and we all have a duty to support our Parish. If you pay tax you can fill in a Gift Aid form which means that the Parish can claim  from the Government an extra 28p for each £1 you give. In recent years the Parish has been able to claim back about £8000 each year, and it doesn’t cost anything to anyone to do this.

DIOCESAN APPOINTMENT





DIRECTOR OF DIOCESAN EDUCATION SERVICE





The Diocese will be appointing a new Director of its very well respected Education Service based at Mackworth, Derby.


   The Director is responsible for running the Diocesan Education Service, which supports the 86 Diocesan VA schools, including the statutory and canonical responsibilities for them. The Trustees of the Diocese have determined that there is a Genuine Occupational Requirement that the person appointed be a practising and committed Catholic. It is desirable (but not required) that applicants will have experience of a leadership role in a school.


    The salary range offered is £69 to £75 thousand (plus TPA if entitled or Diocesan Pension Scheme).
