The Cross of Forgiveness…


The Sacrament of Reconciliation is available after the Stations of the Cross and Mass on Friday evening, on Saturday before the 6pm Mass and on Sunday after the 10.30 Mass. There will also be Services of Reconciliation on Wednesday of Holy Week, here at 7.30pm. There is still time to put your little cross with the others, as we all prepare for Easter by coming to the Sacrament of Forgiveness.

Holy Week….


Palm Sunday is the start of Holy Week. By planning now, we can make sure that we keep it holy in our lives – come to Mass on Holy Thursday evening at 7.30pm, come to the Passion of Our Lord at 3pm on Good Friday and to the Stations of the Cross in the evening, and prepare well to celebrate the Resurrection in our Easter Masses.
