This is the third week that Paul has been expounding on the gifts we each receive from the Spirit. Today he says: ‘Be ambitious for the higher gifts’. It is like a summing-up sentence after his previous words. Today he says embrace your gifts, and actively seek out what your special gifts are. But – and he does add a ‘but’ to his teaching – you must use your gifts with love.
In the Gospel Jesus ‘won the approval of all’. They were astonished at his words, but – and there is a ‘but’ – when they began to feel personally challenged by his words their admiration turned to rage and they wanted to kill him. 
Love delights in the truth – even if people find it hard to take; love is never rude or selfish and does not take offence; love endures – whatever comes. Jesus is the personification of ‘love’ and, eventually, they put him to death. Be ambitious for the gifts, ‘but…’ be prepared for the consequences of using them.

PILGRIMATE TO POLAND….

WHY TWO READERS?…


Someone asked recently why we have two Readers at Mass. Some more people may be wondering why, too. The reason for two Readers is so that we do not rush through the readings. 


     There are four ways that we meet Jesus at Mass: in the Sacrifice of the Mass, when we re-present to the Father the sacrifice he offered on Calvary, in Holy Communion when we receive the Body and Blood of Jesus, in the gathering of the people  AND in the Word we hear proclaimed. If we are to appreciate fully the Word of God that is read to us, we need time to hear it and take it in. We need time between the First Reading and the Psalm, between the Psalm and the Second Reading, and after the Second Reading before we greet the Gospel, to let the Word we have heard have its impact on us.


    One parishioner visited a Blessed Sacrament Parish in Salt Lake City, Utah, where the first Reader was handed the Missal by the Priest and proceeded to carry it reverently through the people and up a number of steps, and then to proclaim it. After the reading the Missal was returned to the Priest. The choir then led the singing of the Psalm, after which the second Reader did the same as the First Reader. All eyes – and all ears – were totally focused on the Readers. It was a bit like last week’s reading from the Prophet Nehemiah when Ezra read to the people from the Book of the Law and all the people listened attentively and with awe.


    To be able to hear the Word of God at Mass we need good Readers who know the meaning of what they read and speak clearly. We also need time to be able to hear with our hearts.
