11th -19th of January 2008, 8:30 PM





Side Chapel, Blessed Sacrament Church
11 Jan, Fri (1st Day) - Christ: Our Faith
May we first build a community that is strongly founded in faith before we be witnesses and sharers of this same faith.

12 Jan, Sat (2nd Day) - Christ: our Grace, our Light, our Love
May we embrace the Eucharist as our source of Gods grace and blessings for our necessities in life, as our re-enkindling fire (light) to be “lights of the world”, and as our point of origin to loving God and others, bringing us into communion with the Triune God.

13 Jan, Sun (3rd Day) - Christ: Humble Lamb of God
May we see in every person the “image of God” humbly respecting and upholding each individual’s human rights and dignity as a Son/Daughter of God; the mutual respect that builds strong community relationships.

14 Jan, Mon (4th Day) - Christ: Our Saviour
May we cling to Christ who alone can redeem us from our slavery in sin; repentant of our sins and needing for his grace of mercy that gives us strength in our commitment to battle against our personal sins and “social sins”.

15 Jan, Tue (5th Day) - Christ: Forgiving Master
May we learn from the example of Christ our Master who, despite of all his power and authority on heaven and earth, taught and showed us to forgive one another as God forgives us; and so bring reconciliation and unity as one family of God.

16 Jan, Wed (6th Day) -  Christ: Pure and Chaste
May Christ cure and cleanse our hearts from all that is sick and filthy; making our hearts pure and worthy to bear Christ to one another and respecting one another in our maleness or femaleness (and their complimentarity that brings wholeness to one another) as our Creator has designed it.
17 Jan, Thu (7th) Day - Christ: Obedient to Spirit of God
May we learn to be attentive to the promptings of the Holy Spirit in the “signs of the times” and so do our part as a community  in God’s saving mission in accordance to His will all in God’s designated “Proper Place “ and “Proper Time”

18 Jan, Fri (8th Day) - Christ: our Life
May we strive by the Christ’s grace to be “fully alive” in order to give greater glory to God; committed to grow in our personal integrity and unity of life (spiritually, religiously, morally, physically, psychologically, intellectually, socially, politically, financially, environmentally, etc) – I, others (all created living and non-living things) and God; as ONE.

19 Jan, Sat (9th Day) - Christ: Our Goal (– prior to Holy Mass, 5:30 PM at the main Church)
May we not lose track of heaven, our final home, by clinging to Christ as guide in our life and in our journey together as one people of God.
